Overseeding lawns with BioVam: 
Follow procedure for established lawns except:  Mix 1 quart of BioVam with 2 quarts of *Planters II and mix in enough grass seed appropriate for 2,000 square feet of turf. Because grass seed is present, you need to adjust the drop spreader setting to #7 in order to spread the grass seed.

The Bioorganic Process:
The Mycorrhiza in BioVam establishes a symbiotic relationship with existing turf grass roots and with sprouting grass seed that has been applied.  As this process increases, the Mycorrhiza hyphe is also growing and moving through the soil, breaking down Organics, softening and aerating the soil as it moves. New and established grass roots will follow this process. Earthworm populations will increase assist in aeration, additional water penetration, and organic recycling.

 * Appropriate types of Fertilizers: Note: Use of BioVam Mycorrhiza requires that turf fertilizers not receive a phosphorus percentage greater than 2% by weight. Higher levels of phosphorus are detrimental to Mycorrhiza fungi.

Examples of appropriate fertilizers:
*Biosol 7-2-3, *Ringers All Natural 10-2-6, *Milorganite 6-2-0, *Cottonseed Meal 6-2-1, Planters II Minerals.

Items you will need:
BioVam Mycorrhiza.
*An appropriate Fertilizer.
Grass seed.
Planters II.
Drop Spreader.
Core Aerator.

BioVam application rates:

One Gallon: treats 8,000 sq. feet.
One Quart: treats 2,000 sq. feet. 
One Pint: treats 1,000 sq. feet. 

Mark out 2,000 square foot area(s)
to be treated for easier application 
of BioVam onto your turf.

Treating Established Lawns with BioVam:

1. Mow the lawn and rake up debris.  

2. Core aerate the lawn.  

3. Mix one quart of BioVam with two quarts of *Planters II.

4. Use a *Scots drop spreader set on #5 to spread the BioVam & *Planters II mixture over 2,000 square feet of turf grass. Repeat until whole lawn is treated.

5. Apply *Biosol 7-2-3 (55 pound bags) at 2,600 square feet per bag. *Milorganite or *Ringers All Natural can be substituted for *Biosol. Uniquely, BioVam allows you to reduce the manufacturers fertilizer application rates by 1/3.

6. After everything is applied, water in well for a few hours.

7. If you have compact or clay soils we recommend you apply *Gypsum to help loosen up the clay so air and water can get into the soil.

About lawn weed control:
Even though weeds have a harder time competing in BioVam treated lawns, BioVam does not kill weeds. You might want to use products such as *Weed-Be-Gone to control your weed issues. Annual application should not harm the Mycorrhiza.

If your lawn is more weeds than grass, again you might want to address your weed problems first with products such as *Weed-Be-Gone. Wait 30 days before treating your lawn with BioVam. Reducing or eliminating your weed issues reduces competition for nutrients while establishing your BioVam treated lawn.

Follow the manufacturers label carefully when using any herbicide product. More is NOT better. Weeds dominate modern lawns because todays lawns are not healthy. Healthy lawns naturally crowd out weeds in the long run. 

Treating your lawn with BioVam empowers grass to become the dominant plant and out compete most weeds and other turf and soil related problems. The need to use herbicides and pesticides on BioVam lawns is greatly reduced.

BioVam Grown lawns are noted for their high levels of vigor and vitality and naturally enhanced beauty.

Treating sod with BioVam:

1. Prepare the ground for laying sod, but do not use fertilizers with a Phosphorous rating above 2% (as noted above).

2. Mix 1 quart of BioVam with 2 quarts of *Planters II and apply using a *Scots drop spreader set on #5 on 2,000 square feet.

3. Lay the sod on top of the BioVam / *Planters II mixture.

4. Apply *Biosol fertilizer at a rate of one 55 lb bag per 2,600 square feet of laid sod.

5. Water the new sod for an hour. Keep moist during the first week.

6. Apply BioVam annually using procedures for established lawns.

Note: BioVam treated sod roots strongly in a weeks time.

Note: It is normal for mushrooms and darker green grass to come and go as this process takes effect and empowers the new and old grass with more vigor and vitality.

Treating newly seeded lawns with BioVam:
Determine how much seed you will need to apply to 2,000 square feet of turf. Mix one quart of BioVam with the seed along with 2 quarts of *Planters II. Use a *Scots drop spreader set on 7 or 8 to apply the seed, BioVam, *Planters II mineral mixture to the soil. Cover the seed with a thin layer of fine peat moss.  Keep the soil moist. You can apply *Biosol fertilizer at the time of seeding but cut back 50%. Make a second application after the grass is up a couple of inches.

Hydroseeding lawns with BioVam: 

Six pounds of BioVam can be put in a hydroseeder along with *Biosol and applied to 1 acre of land. Do not let the mixture sit overnight because the Mycorrhiza will not survive long under water.
