low phosphorous organic fertilizer to the soil along with gypsum and Ironite minerals.
    For fertilizer, I use cottonseed meal, gypsum and Ironite. The Mycorrhiza fungi took hold of my Roses and those mineral sources made everything thrive. The weeds were easier to deal with because a lot of them just didn't grow in my soil anymore. The earthworm populations increased. The plants didn't have diseases and the insect pests ceased becoming a problem. I couldn't believe the differences in how these simple products just seemed to reverse my whole soil nightmare in a couple of months time. None of the really positive things with my plants started until I put BioVam Mycorrhiza on the roots of my Roses. 
    I'm in the second year now and my Roses have three times the number of buds they had last year and no diseases or insect pests to spray. The blooms are huge this year and the leaves are a nice deep dark green. I'll never go back to chemicals like I was using before. " Jim. - Idaho

    "I used to be a "chemical grower" and the only thing I was able to do well was to grow plants that attracted a bunch of insects that liked to eat them up. Earthworms were rare because I think I killed them all with the chemicals. When I put some shredded up maple leaves in my garden along with some grass clippings one fall and dug up the garden to add more the next fall... and saw that much of that material had hardly even decomposed, I figured I had probably killed off more than just the worms, but had gotten rid of a bunch of organic material munching bacteria as well.
    Everything I did resulted in sickly plants plagued with diseases and insect pests and a soil that was filled with weeds and organic material that wasn't even decomposing. This wasn't gardening. It was a war on weeds, diseases and insects. They were winning and I was losing. 
    There was no need to evaluate that mess. It was obvious it wasn't ever going to do anything except drive me crazy. So, I started reading about and searching out articles about organic gardening. 
    I found that Organic Gardening is really just a matter of providing a habitat for a whole bunch of beneficial soil organisms. There are bacteria, fungi, protozoa, nematodes, arthropods, and earthworms that are living in healthy soils. I started adding aged compost materials to my soils and noticed there was a lot more activity going on in the soil.
